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any of you know that | spent eight days at a

wellness retreat called “ Credo” for Presbyterian
pastors afew weeks ago. “Credo” is Latin for “I
believe,” but it might also be trandated, “1 give my
heart.” The Credo program is sponsored by the
Presbyterian Board of Pensions and is adapted from a
similar program initiated by the Episcopal Church.

What an experience! And what an investment the
PCUSA ismaking in our ministry! Before the retreat |
jokingly referred to it as a tune-up, knowing that we
would be looking carefully at four major life
components (spiritual, vocational, physical and
financial) and seeing what needs fresh focus or even a
complete over-haul. As you might guess, the
components often overlap and certainly affect one
another.

Bottom lineisthat | returned with plans for better focus,
deeper disciplines, healthier eating, and a clearer
understanding of my retirement plan, which is still some
18-20 years away. But the bottom line is not the only
important thing. There are other lines and angles and
shadings and even scribbles that will be helping to shape

the day to day dynamics of these well-intentioned plans.
| thoroughly expect to stumble and regroup; have
modest, incremental successes; and to not realy
recognize the power of small daily adjustments until |
can look back and see where they have brought me.

It isthe sort of loving assessment and re-focusing that
we all need to experience occasionally in our livesto be
sure that we are living out our calling faithfully, no
matter if that calling is pastoral or doing ministry
through the world of business, education, law, health,
family, or commerce, etc. But we don’'t often have that
opportunity. Even if we do, we might think we are
simply too busy to take that opportunity.

Aswe enter the month of Thanksgiving (and realize that
Advent isfast on its heels), maybe we can encourage
one another to look carefully at our lives and the day-to-
day things that consume them; we can give thanks for
much, and we may want to consider what God might be
calling usto re-focus so that we might waste less life,
savor more of it, and direct it to the things of real value
that God calls us to.
