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I  am writing this article on my laptop, sitting on a 
wooden chair between the book stacks at the 

Kingsdale Barnes and Noble. The laptop is awkwardly 
balanced on my lap and is plugged into an outlet on a 
support post in the middle of the store.  I’m hunkered 
down here because the outlets at the Starbucks and over 
at Panera next door were already  crowded with AC 
cords from myriad cell phone adaptors and computer 
notebooks.   
     As you no doubt have guessed, I am writing this 
during the power outage after the boisterous remnants of 
Hurricane Ike whipped through Central Ohio a few days 
ago. There’s no electricity at church. None at our house. 
Many of you are in the same situation. Thankfully, 
hospitals and nursing facilities seem to be functioning, 
some grocery stores and gas stations are up and running, 
and, yes, coffee shops with wifi, are popular places. 
People are taking polite turns at the big intersections 
where the traffic lights are dead. 
     Many of us worked outdoors yesterday, tugging on 
downed branches, sawing, chopping and raking.  
Neighbors with chainsaws and generators offered their 
help. We got to know some new folks and became better 
acquainted with those we already nod to each day as we 
come and go from our garages. 
     As inconvenient as all of this is, I enjoy the mandates 
that a smallish emergency in the community brings: 
share with your neighbors; don’ t sweat the small stuff; 
light some candles and eat crackers and cheese for 
dinner; go to bed when it’s dark and get up with the  
 

daylight; take turns; be grateful for all the workers who 
are putting in long, hard days to restore electrical power, 
provide basics, and care for those who need it most. 
     Amazing how much we can do without, isn’ t it?  Of 
course, we are pretty well assured that the power will 
return, and we can go back to business as usual in a few 
days. There’s not enough “dire”  in these circumstances 
to pit neighbor against neighbor for scarce necessities. 
None of us is likely to starve; none will lose everything 
as a result of these few days.   
     By the time Ike reached us, it was not bringing the 
catastrophe that it brought to Texas and the Gulf Coast. 
But it did bring enough inconvenience to remind us that 
we need each other and that the things that tend to stress 
us are not always worth the worry.  It makes us grateful 
for what we have. And it nudges us toward a sense of 
responsibility to help in places where there is genuine 
catastrophe. 
     A group of Covenant folks are joining others from 
the Presbytery of Scioto Valley this month on a trip 
down to New Orleans to lend a hand in the ongoing 
rebuilding after Hurricane Katrina. I am grateful for 
their work and for their neighborliness even across all 
those state lines. Whether it is a small interruption such 
as we have had these past few days, or a major 
emergency, looking beyond our own need to those of 
our neighbors is an integral part of what it means to live 
out our faith.

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Katie’s Corner 
     At the end of this month we, the 
people of Covenant, will be giving 
our Fourth Graders bibles. It seems 
like a small gesture, and actually if 
all we do is hand some children 
some bibles, it is a small gesture. But 

the potential here is immense. 
     The bible is still a force in our culture. English 
literature students learn something of the bible in order 
to understand references in great works of poetry and 
prose. Politicians and pundits throw around verses from 
the bible in order to add authority to arguments they 
want to make. Hotels come equipped with the Good 
Book. 
     The real question, though, is whether or not the bible 
is a force in our lives, and the essential follow 
up question is “what kind of force?” . The bible is a 
library of narratives, sermons, letters, short stories, 
poems and more that were written by people who had 

experiences of God and who sought to understand what 
it might mean to be people of God. There are many 
viewpoints in the bible: different theologies, different 
cultures, different moments in time. Reading the bible is 
entering into an ongoing conversation and exploration 
with a great cloud of witnesses to the Living 
God. Engaging with the bible takes time and energy and 
commitment. 
     It also takes the power of the Living God. It takes the 
Holy Spirit at work in and through us to help us find the 
Word of God in and through the words of all those 
witnesses. After all, the Church has never worshipped 
literal words of scripture; we worship the Living Word, 
God Incarnate, the Word made flesh who dwells among 
us. In Jesus we find the best articulation of God. In 
reading the bible we begin to encounter Jesus. 
     So whether you are a fourth grader or somewhat 
older, open up your Good Book. Take a walk through 
that biblical library, and, guided by the Holy Spirit, you 
just may meet the Living God.

Greenie asks you… 
Why change our Sunday 
morning coffee cups from 

styrofoam to paper? 
Styrofoam is made out of polystyrene, 
which is a plastic derived from 
petroleum. This increases our need 
for oil and competes with the energy 

uses of oil. It is not biodegradable in 
landfills. The paper cups we use are 
compostable and have an inner lining 
made from 100% corn. The paper for 
the cups comes from trees that were 
harvested sustainably so don' t deplete 
the supply and are chlorine-free, 
which means they use a bleaching 

process that is non-polluting. The new 
hot cups reduce the permanent waste 
in our landfills, the use of petroleum, 
pollution in mill wastes and respect 
our source of trees. Our use of cups 
may be small, but this choice is 
consistent with our Commitment to 
Peacemaking.
