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The Work of Play 
 

Fred Rogers used to say that for children play is 
serious learning. And it’s true that the lessons children 
learn through play – skill, flexibility, strength, 
optimism, and creative problem-solving, to name just 
a few – are lessons they need to live healthy and 
constructive lives. But play does not end with 
childhood. Grown-ups need play in order to keep 
growing and learning, to alleviate stress, and even to 
serve as a catalyst for personal and community 
transformation. 
 

We are accustomed to thinking of play as something 
we do only when work is finished. We think of it as a 
luxury of leisure that is afforded only by grim and 
dutiful labor.  But if you have ever watched a child 
absorbed in play, you have seen someone hard at 
work. Perhaps they are being about the business of 
building or creating or accomplishing a goal. Perhaps 
it is beauty they are seeking or simply the deep 
satisfaction of mastering some kind of feat. 
 

Why would any of us try to separate the richness and 
joy of play from any worthwhile activity? 
 

Sometimes I think musicians have an advantage when it 
comes to understanding “the work of play.” They know 
what it is to practice, to repeat over and over the desired 
activity until it becomes automatic and natural, and then 
they can begin to lose themselves in the beauty as they 
play, really play, in every sense of the word. 
 

 
Athletes, too, have a good understanding of the work 
it takes in order to play. They stretch and exercise and 
practice rigorously so that they can really… play! The 
moves, the plays, the strategies, the improved strength 
and flexibility, all come together in the joy of the 
game. 
 

The life of faith has its disciplines – prayer, worship, 
service, study – and when we practice them regularly, 
they become part of who we are. Recognizing God’s 
presence becomes an integral part of our thoughts and 
actions, and we find ourselves taking part in a drama 
far bigger than our own trivial egos. As we lose 
ourselves in the beauty of that play, we find our true 
work and meaning revealed. 
 

So, find a way to deepen your faith this fall. Make it a 
point to come to church to worship with your 
community each week. Get involved in one of the 
many opportunities to stretch and grow through a class 
or discussion group. Break out of your ordinary 
routines and visit the Open Shelter or serve breakfast 
to the homeless down at Central. Spend some quality 
time with the Holy One on a frequent enough basis 
that you can recognize the Divine Presence when it is 
offering you guidance or wisdom… or maybe just 
some sheer joy! Learn to play again and lose yourself 
in God.

Greenie asks you to 
take the Pledge: 
Break the Bottled Water 

Habit by Thinking Outside the 
Bottle and using a reusable water 
bottle. Support local officials to stop 
spending public funds on bottled 
water and prioritize strong public 
water systems over bottled water 
profits.  

Why take this pledge? 
Manufacturing and trucking water 
bottles to homes that have clean tap 
water is particularly wasteful. 
Americans consumed 31.2 billion 
liters of water in 2006 ± nearly nine 
liters per month for every man, 
woman, and child. Manufacturing 
those bottles requires 900,000 tons of 
plastic, the equivalent of more than 
17 million barrels of oil, and emits 

more than 2.5 million tons of carbon 
dioxide. Trucking those heavy bottles 
emits even more greenhouse 
gases. Beyond the climate impact, 
there' s the massive waste ± 86% of 
water bottles aren' t recycled ±  and 
water bottling is also, ironically, a 
very water-intensive endeavor. The 
Pacific Institute tells us that it takes 
three liters of water to produce one 
liter of bottled water! Check http://
